The 180 or so Secondary 4 and 5 students from Uppe-r Serangoon Secondary who are
moving to First Toa Payoch Secondary, together with about 15 teachers, have been sitting for the
same tests and examinations as their new schoolmates for the past year. Both schools’ choir and
band groups have also been rehearsing together. And on the last day of school this year, Upper
Serangoon Secondary students made a trip to their “new” school in Toa Payoh East in their new
white and blue school uniforms.

The two schools are not the only ones working to make mergers a success.

Next year’s 250 Secondary 4 and 5 students from Woodsville Secondary, which will be
merging with MacPherson Secondary, attended a one-day orientation camp at MacPherson
Secondary, where they toured the place, met their new student councillors and tried on their new
light-blue tops and bottoms.
